Helper districts are used in moun-
tainous areas where additional mo-
tive power is needed to pull the
trains up steep grades. This makes
for an interesting operation. The
helper engines are coupled on at
Payola Station for the hard uphill
pull around Muleshoe Curve to
Presson. From here the trains can
go it alone so the helpers are un-
coupled. A train proceeds into the
tunnel, where it is stopped while
the helper backs around to Payola
Station. The train then proceeds
